Sufism is a mystic and ascetic movement which originated in the Golden
Age of Islam, from about the 9" to 10" centuries. The emergence of
Sufism is a consequence of the wide geographical spread of Islam after
the Rashidun conquests, and the resulting absorption of a wide range of
mystic traditions from outside Arabia, especially Greater Persia. Sufism
became a more formalized movement by the 12" century, and was a very
successful movement throughout the Muslim world during the 13th to
16th centuries.

Perhaps the most notable one was the great theologian and philosopher
AL GAZALLI who lived in Iran around 1100 AD. His famous treatises
called the "Reconstruction of Religious Sciences," and other works; set
off to convince the Islamic world that Sufism and its teachings originated
from the Qur'an and were compatible with mainstream Islamic thought
and theology. It was AL-GAZALLI who bridged the gap between
traditional and mystical Islam.
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
