Pulses are important source of protein they provide ample quantity of vitamins and minerals.
Pulses production 16.47 million tons in the 2015-16 crop year. India is the largest product of
pulses. It is also the biggest consumer of pulses. But the production is less than the required
quantity. Hence, the shortfall is made up by imports. ‘Arhar’ accounts for about 15 percent of
the total pulses production.
