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1. Meishi-koukan, the exchanging of business cards, is a common
practice on business and formal occasions. Business cards are helpful
for knowing a person’s profession or title, as well as for remembering
his/her name. Some Japanesenames are pronounced the same, but
written in different Chinese characters with the same sounds, so it is
often necessary to identify the name visually. This is one of the reasons
why business cards are so frequently used. This custom of exchanging
business cards was observed only among men in the past, but with the
recent increase in working women, we see many women also
exchanging business cards now.
